Leaving it
on the sidewalk or in the yards means that harmful bacteria can get
washed into storm drains and roadside ditches that flow directly into

our lakes and rivers untreated.

So what can you do? Simple.

Whether you are in your yard or on a walk, dispose of your pet’s
waste promptly in the trash or toilet to prevent it from entering storm
drains and roadside ditches.
