GRANT FUNDING REPORTING GUIDANCE
The Nebraska Legislature passed LB1226 in 2006 which established the Storm Water Management Plan Program.  This grant program provides funding to cities and counties with Storm Water permits to implement their local Storm Water Management Plans (SWMP).
GRANT FUNDING REQUIRMENTS AND RESTRICTIONS
· The money must be used to implement aspects of your Storm Water Management Plan (SWMP);
· Other appropriate activities may be eligible if your SWMP is amended to include them;

· The money may not be used for operations and maintenance or flood control expenditures;

· You must provide a 20% cash match for any funds received;

· The grant award and your cash match must be kept together in their own account;

· Annual reports for each grant year must be submitted by July 31st, for the duration of the project; 
· The final report is to be submitted to NDEQ within 30 days after completion of the project or termination date;
· Procurement of equipment greater than $15,000 under this grant must receive approval prior to expenditure of funds associated with those transactions.  Any such purchased equipment shall be retained by the NDEQ upon completion of the project unless otherwise authorized in writing by the NDEQ.

REPORTING REQUIREMENTS
Using the attached form, report each grant year separately and include the following information:
· Progress to date;

· Financial report of money spent in each of the minimum control measure categories as per SWMP.  Identify the cash match expenditures.
· Significant findings or events;

· Corrective actions taken to resolve any problems that were encountered.

· The final report will be a summary of the above information for the current year and, in addition, will include any relevant overall project information.
Other requirements regarding the storm water grant program can be found in the cooperative agreement.
