Summary
The City of Lexington continued its approach of educating our citizens, local contractors and students. We focus most of our grant funds towards that education and outreach. In 2012 and 2013 we also made a strong effort towards continued success with our mapping programs. 

One of the items spread out through our MCMs was a plotter. We are using the plotter for mapping and maintenance through an improved GIS system. The plotter is also used for educational poster that are planned to be distributed through our student education programs. Current development of educational materials is also underway for construction jobsite BMPs. 

The Lexington Stormwater team has also begun working with Recreation Department staff to use large gatherings for outreach. Some of those events include daily swimming pool activities; 4th of July Fun Run water awareness; the first Mascot March, a 5k run sponsored by students; and water bottle handouts at all of these events. 
We continue to grow our park and lake clean-up program as well. We now have 11 participating groups.
