Outline

A.  Objective

· The training provided is in accordance with the requirements of the City’s NPDES General Permit and sMS4 Wide Stormwater Management Plan.  The training is provided for the implementation and operation of the City’s Pollution Prevention / Good Housekeeping for Municipal Operations Program. 

B.  Inventory

· Managers will inventory all City owned facilities and operations preformed or contracted by the City that may be a potential source of pollutants in Stormwater must be listed.

C.  Identify target audiences to receive training.

· Managers will Identify in their City the Facilities Managers, Building Maintenance Supervisors, Department Heads, and Crew supervisors and department supervisors that supervise or direct employee’s activities or facility operations that may be a potential source of pollutants to Stormwater. 

D.  Implement the required training.

· Stormwater Managers will identify the various managers and supervisors to receive Stormwater Department Head and Facilities Manager training.  After these personnel are identified the Stormwater Manager will implement the required training for the personnel identified.

E.  Inspections and Reporting

· The Training also provides inspection forms and evaluation forms for facilities and operations for spot inspections and for compliance inspections for City owned facilities that have a current SWPP.
D. Annual Reporting

· Forms are provided for the required Annual Report.
