3A (1210 N. Madison) -
I placed the case file on the hard drive. The Development Services Staff determined that the structure is beyond repair and should be demolished. That decision is being appealed. The Board should decide whether to uphold the staff’s decision and force demolition or overturn the decision and force the appellant to obtain a building permit to repair the structure.
3B (507 W. 9th) - 
I placed this case file on the zip drive as well. This is the same situation as Item 3A. The Development Services Staff determined that the structure is beyond repair and should be demolished. That decision is being appealed. The Board should decide whether to uphold the staff’s decision and force demolition or overturn the decision and force the appellant to obtain a building permit to repair the structure.
4A (1605 N. Madison) -
The owner of this rental property, Doran Post, has secured a building permit for a porch/deck attached to the front of the structure. The owner is replacing an existing set of stairs that was dilapidated.  The Zoning Code allows for a deck/porch to be built a maximum of 6 feet into the required front yard. 


The house is built within the required 25 foot setback for a single family residential structure. This structure was built consistently with the other homes in the area. 


The variance would allow for the deck/porch to be built the 8 feet off the front of the structure; 6 feet is allowed. The issue with the structure is that it was built before the 25 foot setback regulation was introduced.
4B (111 E. 15th) -
The owner, Randy Keith, is proposing to build an accessory structure behind his home. He is asking for a variance from the 7 foot side yard setback regulation. Randy’s request is to build to the previous 3 foot setback regulation.
