The press was represented by the 
Lexington Clipper-Herald and Kearney Hub.  Ronda Jaeschke and Charlie Block, SourceGas, were also in 
attendance.

BE IT THEREFORE RESOLVED BY THE MAYOR AND COUNCIL OF THE 
CITY OF LEXINGTON, NEBRASKA, that the following water and sanitary sewer 
rates for the following use classifications are established and shall take effect January 1, 
2009, to be reflected on billings following such date.  That all other water and sanitary 
sewer rates previously established shall remain unchanged:
