NATURAL GAS FRANCHISE: Ronda Jaeschke, Source Gas operations representative, appeared
before the Council with a request to consider approving a franchise
agreement for natural gas service within the local service area. She
explained the changes from the current agreement and noted that
this would be a 25 year renewal term. An ordinance entitled “AN
ORDINANCE GRANTING TO SOURCEGAS DISTRIBUTION
LLC, ITS SUCCESSORS AND ASSIGNS, THE RIGHT,
PERMISSION AND AUTHORITY TO CONSTRUCT,
MAINTAIN AND OPERATE A GAS TRANSMISSION AND
DISTRIBUTION SYSTEM, INCLUDING MAINS, PIPES,
CONDUITS, SERVICES AND OTHER STRUCTURES, IN,
UNDER, UPON, OVER, ACROSS AND ALONG THE
STREETS, ALLEYS, BRIDGES AND PUBLIC PLACES
WITHIN THE PRESENT AND FUTURE CORPORATE LIMITS
OF THE CITY OF LEXINGTON, NEBRASKA FOR THE
FURNISHING, TRANSMISSION, DISTRIBUTION AND SALE
OF GAS WHETHER ARTIFICIAL, NATURAL, MIXED OR
OTHERWISE, FOR LIGHTING, HEATING, DOMESTIC,
INDUSTRIAL AND OTHER USES IN SAID CITY AND
ELSEWHERE, LIMITING THE TERM OF SAID GRANT,
PRESCRIBING THE TERMS AND CONDITIONS UNDER
WHICH SAID COMPANY MAY OPERATE, AND REPEALING
ORDINANCE NOS. 1761 AND 2096” was read by title.
Following discussion, moved by Salem, seconded by Miller, to
approve ordinance on first reading. Voting “aye” were Tomasek,
Bennett, Miller, Salem, Fagot. Motion carried.

ELECTION RESULTS: Pepplitsch requested Council acceptance of the 2008 general
election results as certified by the Dawson County Clerk. Election
results included council member election, airport authority, and
fluoridation ordinance. Moved by Miller, seconded by Tomasek, to
accept the election results from November 4, 2008. Roll call.
Voting “aye” were Salem, Bennett, Tomasek, Miller, Fagot.
Motion carried.

RESOLUTION: Resolution No. 08-22 was read. Following discussion, moved by
Miller, seconded by Bennett, to approve Resolution No. 08-22.
Roll call. Voting “aye” were Tomasek, Salem, Bennett, Miller,
Fagot. Motion carried.

RESOLUTION NO. 08-22
WHEREAS, by Resolution No. 08-17 adopted on August 26, 2008, the City
Council referred Ordinance No. 2256 to a vote of the people; and

WHEREAS, the Dawson County Election Commissioner has certified that
said Ordinance No. 2256 was adopted by the electorate of the City of
Lexington, Nebraska in the following form:

“ORDINANCE NO. 2256

AN ORDINANCE RELATING TO FLUORIDATION; TO PROHIBIT
THE ADDITION OF FLUORIDE TO THE CITY’S WATER SYSTEM; TO
REPEAL CONFLICTING ORDINANCES AND SECTIONS; TO
PROVIDE FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE.



CARC PUBLIC HEARING:

ROUNDTABLE:

WHEREAS, Section 71-3305 of the Nebraska Statutes requires any city with
a population of one thousand or more to add fluoride to the city’s water
system, unless the voters of the City adopt an Ordinance to prohibit
fluoridation;

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE VOTERS OF THE CITY OF LEXINGTON,
NEBRASKA:

Section 1. The addition of fluorides to the water supply of the City of
Lexington, Nebraska is hereby prohibited.

Section 2. Any other ordinance or section passed and approved prior to
passage, approval, and publication of this ordinance and in conflict with its
provisions is repealed.

Section 3. This Ordinance shall take effect immediately upon adoption by a
majority of the persons voting on said issue at the general election of
November 4, 2008.”

BE IT THEREFORE RESOLVED, by the Mayor and Council of the City of
Lexington, Nebraska, that Ordinance No. 2256 has been adopted by the
voters of the City of Lexington, Nebraska, and shall be in full force and
effect as of the adoption date of November 4, 2008.

Mayor Fagot opened the public hearing to receive comments from the Citizens
Advisory Review Committee on the Lexington Economic Development
Program funded by sales tax revenue. Pepplitsch noted the CARC had no
findings or recommendations at this time and then reviewed the revenues and
expenses of the program. He stated that the program funding is set for sunset in
April 2010 and that the Council may want to discuss taking the issue to the
voters in a special election for renewal. Mayor Fagot closed the public hearing.
Moved by Tomasek, seconded by Bennett, to accept the report of the Citizens
Advisory Review Committee. Roll call. Voting “aye” were Salem, Miller,
Bennett, Tomasek, Fagot. Motion carried.

Pepplitsch reminded Council of the organizational meeting scheduled for
Tuesday, December 2, 2008, at 7:30 am, and the planning session scheduled
for Saturday, December 6, 2008, at 8 am. He requested agenda items for the
planning session.

Burnside noted that he and Linda Miller met with representatives of the
Census Bureau last week and are assisting them with employee hiring.

Fagot gave a brief update on actions of the Lexington Area Solid Waste
Agency and requested an input from other council members. He also gave a
brief summary of his recent trip to the National League of Cities conference
in Orlando.



ADJOURNMENT: There being no further business to come before the Council, Mayor Fagot
declared the meeting adjourned.
