Municipal Building, located at 406 E. 7th Street, Lexington, Nebraska at 5:30 p.m.  Members of the Council 
present were John Fagot, Steve Tomasek, Joni Bennett, and Linda Miller.  Council member John Salem was 
absent.  City Officials present were City Manager Joe Pepplitsch, Assistant City Manager Dennis Burnside, City 
Attorney Will Weinhold, and Deputy City Clerk Pamela Berke.  The press was represented by Harry Perkins, 
Kearney Hub, and Dave Schroeder, KRVN radio.  Also in attendance were Michael Lonowski, George Parks, 
Erich Thixton, Roger Anderson, Terry Ackerman, and Connie Bennett.

CALL TO ORDER: The meeting was called to order by Mayor Fagot.  Fagot informed the public

BOARD OF EQUALIZATION: Mayor Fagot opened a public hearing for the Council to sit as a Board of 
Equalization to consider assessments related to property maintenance 
activities.  Ordinance No. 2290 entitled “AN ORDINANCE TO ASSESS 
THE COST OF PROPERTY MAINTENANCE AGAINST CERTAIN 
PROPERTIES; TO PROVIDE FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE AND FOR 
PUBLICATION IN PAMPHLET FORM”, was presented.  Pepplitsch 
reviewed the ordinance.  Following the review, property owners Terry 
Ackerman and Roger Anderson spoke in opposition of the potential 
assessments.  Pepplitsch indicated that staff will review these two individual 
cases for process accuracy.  Being no further comments, the public hearing 
was closed.  Following discussion, moved by Tomasek, seconded by 
Bennett, to approved Ordinance No. 2290 on first reading.  Roll call.  Voting 
“aye” were Miller, Bennett, Tomasek, Fagot.  Motion carried. 

 
ONE & SIX YEAR STREET Pepplitsch presented a current draft of the 2011 1&6 Year Street  
IMPROVEMENT PLAN: Improvement Plan, including recommended additions from the Planning 

Commission.  Following discussion, he noted that a public hearing on the 
final draft will be held at the next meeting; no action was taken. 

 
ORDINANCE: Ordinance No. 2289 entitled “AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND SECTION 1-

7 OF THE LEXINGTON CITY CODE TO CLASSIFY VIOLATIONS AS 
OFFENSES; TO REPEAL ORIGINAL SECTION 1-7 AND ALL OTHER 
ORDINANCES OR SECTIONS OF ORDINANCES IN CONFLICT 
HEREWITH; AND TO PROVIDE FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE AND 
FOR PUBLICATION IN PAMPHLET FORM” was presented.  Weinhold 
discussed the recommended code amendment. Following discussion, moved 
by Miller, seconded by Tomasek, to suspend the rules regarding the reading 
of ordinances on three separate occasions.  Roll call.  Voting “aye” were 
Bennett, Miller, Tomasek, Fagot.  Motion carried.

ROAD PROJECT AGMT: Pepplitsch presented a program agreement with NDOR for the Lexington 

East Viaduct project, URB-1705(3), CN 61457.  Following discussion, 
Resolution No. 2011-05 was presented.  Moved by Miller, seconded by 



Tomasek, to approve Resolution No. 2011-05.  Roll call.  Voting “aye” were 
Bennett, Tomasek, Miller, Fagot.  Motion carried.
