Mayor Fagot opened a public hearing to consider a contract extension and
budget amendment request to the Department of Economic Development for
CDBG Downtown Revitalization Project 09-DTR-104. Deb Jensen, DAD,
reported that the amendment requests a contract extension to December 31,
2012, and reallocates current budget funding. Following discussion, the public
hearing was closed. Moved by Salem, seconded by Bennett, to authorize the
contract extension and budget allocation amendment requests. Roll call.
Voting “aye” were Miller, Tomasek, Bennett, Salem, Fagot. Motion carried.

Mayor Fagot opened a public hearing to discuss proposed wastewater
treatment plant improvements, the potential impact to the existing user rates,
and receive input from local citizens or other interested parties. Reed Miller,
Miller & Associates, discussed an overview of the preliminary engineering
report, and outlined the scope of recommended improvements to meet
current and future discharge permit requirements. The complete project is
estimated at approximately $5 Million, with a portion of the funding support
coming through the state revolving loan fund. Pepplitsch indicated that
through fiscal planning and agreements with industrial customers, no
increase in residential or commercial user rates would be necessary or
anticipated to construct and operate the improvements. Industrial users
would realize an increase of approximately 10% based upon hydraulic flow
and waste characteristics. Pepplitsch noted that Darling International will
provide capital to the project, and is an important partner moving forward.
Following discussion and receiving no further public comment, the hearing
was closed.

Pepplitsch reviewed an operating agreement with WCAAA for the Meals



Program for the Grand Generation Center for FY 2013. Following
discussion, moved by Miller, seconded by Tomasek, to approve the contract
as presented and to authorize the mayor to execute the required documents.
Roll call. Voting “aye” were Salem, Bennett, Tomasek, Miller, Fagot.
Motion carried.

ORDINANCE: Ordinance No. 2317 entitled “AN ORDINANCE DIRECTING THE SALE
OF LOT 2, BLOCK 19, ORIGINAL TOWN OF PLUM CREEK, NOW
CITY OF LEXINGTON, DAWSON COUNTY, NEBRASKA; TO
PROVIDE FOR PUBLICATION AND THE RIGHT OF
REMONSTRANCE” was presented. Pepplitsch noted that this property was
deeded to the City through the nuisance abatement process. The adjoining
neighbor is now interested in the property for expansion of his residential use
and has made the city an offer to purchase the property. Following
discussion, moved by Salem, seconded by Tomasek, to suspend the rules
regarding the reading of an ordinance on three separate occasions. Roll call.
Voting “aye” were Bennett, Miller, Tomasek, Salem, Fagot. Motion carried.

Ordinance No. 2317 was presented on Final reading. Moved by Miller,
seconded by Salem, to approve Ordinance No. 2317 on Final reading. Roll call.
Voting “aye” were Bennett, Tomasek, Salem, Miller, Fagot. Motion carried.

ROUNDTABLE DISCUSSION: Pepplitsch reminded Council and Staff of a work session scheduled for
Saturday, June 16, 2012, at 8 a.m. at City Hall.

Burnside provided updates on current paving projects, as well as a timeline to
begin a comprehensive planning process.

ADJOURNMENT: There being no further business to come before the Council, Mayor Fagot
declared the meeting adjourned.
