Pepplitsch outlined
parking restrictions that will need to be implemented on Jackson Street from 5"
to 13" Streets following the completion of current and future paving
improvement projects. Following discussion, no action was taken.

Dana Daniels, M&A, reviewed plans and specifications for the 18" Street
Improvements project, as well as the Heartland Road Improvements project.
Following discussion, moved by Miller, seconded by Salem, to approve the
plans and specifications as presented and to authorize the solicitation of bids.
Roll call. Voting “aye” were Vivas, Roberts, Salem, Miller, Fagot. Motion
carried.

Pepplitsch reviewed Pay Request #5 from BRB Contractors, Inc. for the
WWTP Improvements project in the amount of $637,835.38. Following
discussion, moved by Salem, seconded by Roberts, to approve the pay request
as presented. Roll call. Voting “aye” were Vivas, Miller, Roberts, Salem,
Fagot. Motion carried.

Council and Staff reviewed a draft of the FY2014 budget proposal. Following
discussion, no action was taken.

Burnside gave an update on the Jackson Street Improvement project.
Miller noted that she will not be in attendance for the September 24 meeting.
There being no further business to come before the Council, Mayor Fagot
declared the meeting adjourned.
