WHEREAS, the City of Lexington, Nebraska, a municipal corporation and city 

of the first class, has determined it to be desirable to undertake and carry out 

urban redevelopment projects in areas of the City which are determined to be 

blighted and in need of redevelopment: and 

 

WHEREAS, the City has previously declared an area of the City to be blighted 

and in need of redevelopment, and 

 

WHEREAS, the City of Lexington, Nebraska (the “City”), intends to apply for 

certain Community Development Block Grant (“CDBG”) funds from the 

Nebraska Department of Economic Development (the “Department”), and 

 

WHEREAS, in order to apply for CDBG funds, the Department requires that a 

blight declaration for portions of the City impacted by the CDBG funds be 

updated at least once every ten years; 

 

NOW, THEREFORE, be it resolved by the City Council of the City of 

Lexington, Nebraska: 

 

1.  The City Council hereby finds and determines that slum and blight 

conditions continue to exist in the area described on attached Exhibit A.
