Information included Grantee Information Sheet, Environmental Review,
Authorization to Request Funds, Financial Management, Procurement Standards, Excessive Force Certification,
Fair Housing, and Implementation Schedule. Following discussion, moved by Miller, seconded by Roberts, to
approve special conditions documentation for CDBG 13-CIS-102 as presented. Roll call. Voting “aye” were
Vivas, Roberts, Miller, Salem. Motion carried.

WORK SESSION: Moved by Roberts, seconded by Vivas, to schedule a Council Work Session for Saturday,
August 30, 2014, at 8 a.m. Roll call. Voting “aye” were Miller, Vivas, Roberts, Salem. Motion carried.

ROUNDTABLE DISCUSSION: Burnside provided an update on the 6™ Street/Grant to Taft project, noting that
the project is mostly on schedule and that lighting has been delayed in parts of the project.

ADJOURNMENT: There being no further business to come before the Council, Salem declared the meeting
adjourned.
