A Regular Meeting of the Lexington City Council was held Tuesday, September 8, 2015, at the Lexington City
Hall, 406 E. 7" Street, Lexington, Nebraska at 5:30 p.m. Members of the Council present were John Fagot, John
Salem, Dora Vivas, and Jeremy Roberts. Linda Miller was excused. City Officials present were City Manager
Joe Pepplitsch, Assistant City Manager Dennis Burnside, City Attorney Brian Copley, Finance Director Barb
Hodges, and City Clerk Pamela Baruth. The press was represented by KRVN and Clipper-Herald.

NOTICE: Notice of the meeting was given in advance, thereof by publication in the Lexington Clipper-Herald,
the designated method for giving notice, as shown by the Affidavit of Publication attached to these Minutes.
Notice of this meeting was simultaneously given to the Mayor and all members of the Council, and a copy of
their Acknowledgment of Receipt of Notice and the Agenda is attached to these Minutes. Availability of the
Agenda was communicated in advance notice and in the notice to the Mayor and Council of this Meeting. The
proceedings hereafter shown were taken while the convened meeting was open to the attendance of the public.
All items presented and discussed on the Agenda were available for public inspection.

CALL TO ORDER: The meeting was called to order by Mayor Fagot. Fagot informed the public that the
Open Meetings Act is posted in the Meeting Room at the Lexington City Hall, located at 406 E. 7" Street,
Lexington, Nebraska.

MINUTES - REGULAR MEETING 8-25-15: Minutes of the Regular meeting held Tuesday, August 25,
2015, were presented. Moved by Salem, seconded by Vivas, to approve the minutes as presented. Roll call.
Voting “aye” were Roberts, Vivas, Salem, Fagot. Motion carried.

CLAIMS & BILLS: Claims and Bills in the amount of $1,686,252.07 were presented for Council consideration
and approval. Upon review of the Claims and Bills as listed, moved by Roberts, seconded by Salem, to approve
the Claims and Bills as listed, and authorize the City Treasurer to transfer $193,373.98 from the General Fund,
$35,153.97 from Street Fund, $1,344,600.73 from LEXUS, $10,000.00 from Sanitation, $46,316.31 from
Ambulance, $54,283.51 from Health Fund, and $2,523.57 from Meals on Wheels to the City of Lexington’s
Operating Account. Roll call. Voting “aye” were Vivas, Salem, Roberts, Fagot. Motion carried.

PUBLIC HEARING: Mayor Fagot opened a public hearing to receive an update and receive public comment
on CDBG Project No. 13-CIS-002. Suzanne Brodine, DAD, requested comments related to the project and
Pepplitsch gave a brief update. Following discussion and there being no public comments received, the public
hearing was closed.

PUBLIC HEARING: Mayor Fagot opened a public hearing on a proposed 2015-2016 fiscal year budget.
Pepplitsch gave an overview of the proposed budget, highlighting the property tax request. Following discussion
and there being no public comments received, the public hearing was closed.

RESTRICTED FUNDS: Pepplitsch recommended increasing the allowable restricted funds authority.
Following discussion, moved by Roberts, seconded by Salem, to increase the base of restricted funds by an
additional 1% for FY 2016. Roll call. Voting “aye” were Vivas, Salem, Roberts, Fagot. Motion carried.

TAX REQUEST HEARING: Mayor Fagot opened a public hearing to discuss setting the FY 2016 final tax
request at a different amount than the prior year request. Following discussion, the public hearing was closed.
Resolution No. 2015-16 was presented. Moved by Salem, seconded by Roberts, to approve Resolution No.
2015-16. Roll call. Voting “aye” were Vivas, Roberts, Salem, Fagot. Motion carried.



RESOLUTION NO. 2015-16

A RESOLUTION SETTING THE PROPERTY TAX REQUEST FOR FISCAL YEAR 2015-2016 AT A
DIFFERENT AMOUNT THAN THE PRIOR YEAR REQUEST.

WHEREAS, Nebraska Revised Statute 77-1601.02 provides that the property tax request for the prior year shall
be the property tax request for the current year for purposes of the levy set by the County Board of Equalization
unless the Governing Body of the city of Lexington passes by a majority vote a resolution or ordinance setting
the tax request at a different amount; and

WHEREAS, a special public hearing was held as required by law to hear and consider comments concerning the
property tax request; and

WHEREAS, it is in the best interests of the Municipality that the property tax request for the current year be a
different amount than the property tax request for the prior year.

NOW, THEREFORE, the Governing Body of the city of Lexington by a majority vote resolves that:

1. The 2015-2016 property tax request is set at $1,072,546.07.
2. A copy of this resolution shall be certified and forwarded to the County Clerk prior to October 13,
2015.

PASSED AND APPROVED this 8" day of September 2015.

APPROPRIATION ORDINANCE: Ordinance No. 2365 entitled “AN ORDINANCE TO ADOPT THE
BUDGET STATEMENT FOR FISCAL YEAR 2015-2016; TO PROVIDE FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE AND
FOR PUBLICATION IN PAMPHLET FORM” was presented. Moved by Salem, second by Vivas, to suspend
the rules regarding the reading of an ordinance on three separate occasions. Roll call. Voting “aye” were
Roberts, Vivas, Salem, Fagot. Motion carried.

Ordinance No. 2365 was presented on final reading. Moved by Salem, seconded by Roberts, to approve
Ordinance No. 2365 on final reading. Roll call. Voting “aye” were Vivas, Roberts, Salem, Fagot. Motion
carried.

PLUM CREEK LAKE PROJECT: Pepplitsch reviewed negotiation efforts on bids received for the Plum
Creek Park Lake Restoration project, as authorized by the Council on August 25™. He outlined the negotiation
process with each bidder, and detailed the most beneficial results from Road Builders, Inc. of Lincoln, NE. He
reviewed the proposed project scope and unit price modifications, noting the proposed amendments would
minimally change the original project intent. He recommended accepting the base bid from Road Builders, Inc.
for the project, and award a contract based upon a subsequent change order that would modify the project scope
and reduce the cost to $454,975.00. Following discussion, moved by Salem, seconded by Roberts, to award a
contract to Road Builders, Inc. for the Plum Creek Park Lake Restoration project, with proposed Change Order
#1 modifying the project scope and reducing the contract cost to $454,975.00. Roll call. Voting “aye” were
Vivas, Roberts, Salem, Fagot. Motion carried.

PAVING PROJECT: Pepplitsch reviewed plans and specifications for the 2015 Opportunity Center South
Paving Improvements project. Following discussion, moved by Roberts, seconded by Vivas, to approve plans
and specifications for the project and authorize the solicitation of bids. Roll call. Voting “aye” were Salem,
Roberts, Vivas, Fagot. Motion carried.

ROUNDTABLE DISCUSSION: Pepplitsch provided updates on current city projects. Burnside noted the city
service building will be a household hazardous waste collection site on Friday, September 18.



ADJOURNMENT: There being no further business to come before the Council, Fagot declared the meeting
adjourned.
