FINANCIAL REPORT: Moved by Vivas, seconded by Salem, to accept the financial report for March 2016 as
presented. Roll call. Voting “aye” were Miller, Roberts, Salem, Vivas, Fagot. Motion carried.

BOND RESOLUTION: Resolution No. 2016-11 was presented. Marc Munford, Ameritas, reviewed proposed
refinancing savings of 5% on the 2011 Series Combined Utilities Revenue Bonds. He noted, in addition to the
proposed savings, refinancing would remove one year off the bond issue while keeping annual debt payments
relatively level. Following discussion, moved by Salem, seconded by Roberts, to approve Resolution No. 2016-
11 as presented. Roll call. Voting “aye” were Miller, Vivas, Roberts, Salem, Fagot. Motion carried.

RESOLUTION 2016-11
BE IT RESOLVED by the Mayor and City Council of the City of Lexington, Nebraska:

Section 1. The following bonds of the City of Lexington, Nebraska, in accordance with their
option provisions are hereby called for payment on June 1, 2016, after which date interest on the
bonds will cease:

Combined Utilities Revenue Refunding Bonds, 2011 Series, of the City of Lexington, Nebraska,
date of original issue — June 1, 2011, outstanding in the principal amount of One Million One
Hundred Seventy Thousand Dollars ($1,170,000), numbered as shown on the books of the Paying
Agent and Registrar, in denominations of $5,000 each, becoming due and bearing interest as

follows:

Said bonds are hereinafter referred to as the "Refunded Bonds."

The Refunded Bonds are subject to redemption at any time on or after June 1, 2016, at par and
accrued interest, and said interest is payable semiannually. The proceeds of the Refunded Bonds
were used for the purpose of providing funds for: 1) refunding on June 1, 2011, Combined
Utilities Revenue Bonds, 2004 Series, of the City, date of original issue — September 28, 2004; 2)
making a deposit into the Debt Service Reserve Account with respect to the 2011 Series Bonds;
and 3) paying the cost of issuance of the 2011 Series Bonds.

Section 2. The Refunded Bonds are to be paid at the office of the Treasurer of the City of
Lexington, Lexington, Nebraska, as paying agent and registrar (the "Paying Agent and Registrar").

Section 3. A true copy of this resolution shall be filed immediately with the Paying Agent and
Registrar and said Paying Agent and Registrar is hereby instructed to mail notice to each
registered owner of said bonds and give notice to The Depository Trust Company in accordance
with its standard procedures not less than thirty (30) days prior to the date fixed for redemption, all
in accordance with the ordinance authorizing the Refunded Bonds.

BOND ORDINANCE: Ordinance No. 2373 entitled “AN ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING AND
PROVIDING FOR THE ISSUANCE OF COMBINED UTILITIES REVENUE REFUNDING
BONDS, 2016 SERIES, OF THE CITY OF LEXINGTON, NEBRASKA, IN THE AGGREGATE
PRINCIPAL AMOUNT OF ONE MILLION SIXTY THOUSAND DOLLARS ($1,060,000) FOR
THE PURPOSE OF PROVIDING FOR THE PAYMENT AND REDEMPTION OF THE CITY'S
OUTSTANDING COMBINED UTILITIES REVENUE REFUNDING BONDS, 2011 SERIES;
DIRECTING THE APPLICATION OF THE PROCEEDS OF SAID BONDS; PRESCRIBING THE
FORM, TERMS AND DETAILS OF SAID BONDS; PLEDGING AND HYPOTHECATING THE
REVENUE AND EARNINGS OF THE SEWER, WATER AND ELECTRIC SYSTEMS OWNED
BY THE CITY FOR THE PAYMENT OF SAID BONDS AND INTEREST THEREON;
ESTABLISHING THE TERMS UPON WHICH ADDITIONAL BONDS OF EQUAL LIEN UPON
REVENUES MAY BE ISSUED; ENTERING INTO A CONTRACT ON BEHALF OF THE CITY
WITH THE OWNERS OF SAID BONDS; SELLING THE BONDS AND AUTHORIZING THE
DELIVERY OF THE BONDS TO THE PURCHASER; AND PROVIDING FOR PUBLICATION
OF THIS ORDINANCE IN PAMPHLET FORM” was presented on first reading. Moved by Salem,
seconded by Vivas, to suspend the rules regarding the rules regarding the reading of an ordinance on
three separate occasions. Roll call. Voting “aye” Miller, Roberts, Vivas, Salem, Fagot. Motion
carried.

Ordinance No. 2373 was presented on final reading. Moved by Miller, seconded by Salem, to approve
Ordinance No. 2373 on final reading. Roll call. Voting “aye” were Vivas, Roberts, Salem, Miller,
Fagot. Motion carried.

REZONE APPLICATION: Mayor Fagot opened a public hearing to consider an application to rezone
property located at 210 West 17" Street from R-1 Single Family Residential to R-3 High Density Residential.
Brecks reported Jose Gomez-Aguirre has been working with the Building Department on the original duplex
planned but feels the space is more feasible as a triplex. He outlined a preliminary plan of three apartments with
off-street parking spaces. He stated a development agreement, which includes the building permit for the
project, would be approved by Gomez-Aguirre and the city, and the rezone change could happen after the
certificate of occupancy is issued. It was noted the Planning Commission recommended approval of the rezone
as there is a need for housing and felt this project would fit in the mixed residential zoned area. There were no
comments from the public. The public hearing was closed. Ordinance No. 2374 entitled “AN ORDINANCE
TO REZONE THE NORTH 27 FEET OF LOT 9, AND ALL OF LOTS 10, 11, AND 12, BLOCK 4,
LEXINGTON HEIGHTS ADDITION TO THE CITY OF LEXINGTON, DAWSON COUNTY, NEBRASKA
FROM R-1 SINGLE-FAMILY RESIDENTIAL TO R-3 HIGH DENSITY RESIDENTIAL; TO REPEAL ALL
ORDINANCES OR SECTIONS OF ORDINANCES IN CONFLICT HEREWITH; TO PROVIDE FOR AN
EFFECTIVE DATE AND FOR PUBLICATION IN PAMPHLET FORM” was presented. Moved by Miller,
seconded by Vivas to approve Ordinance No. 2374 on first reading. Roll call. Voting “aye” were Salem,
Roberts, Vivas, Miller, Fagot. Motion carried.

CONDITIONAL USE: Mayor Fagot opened a public hearing to consider a conditional use permit application
for property located at 616 North Washington Street. Brecks reviewed a plan by Nuridin Nur to operate a child
care center in the building with a required outside play area. The draft conditional use agreement included
conditions to meet all state and local applicable codes for a child care center, abide by existing utility easement
requirements, maintain adequate storm water drainage facilities in the area, and develop a required outdoor play
area in a manner that minimally impacts abutting properties. The Planning Commission recommended approval
of the use, with such conditions discussed. There were no public comments. The public hearing was closed.
Moved by Miller, seconded by Vivas, to approve the conditional use application per the terms of the proposed
conditional use agreement, and authorize the execution of the agreement with the property owner following the
owner’s successful licensing of the facility for use. Roll call. Voting “aye” were Salem, Roberts, Vivas, Miller,
Fagot. Motion carried.

LIBRARY REPORT: Pat Longly, Library Board member, presented an annual operating report of the
Lexington Public Library including programming, statistics, and strategic planning. Moved by Miller, seconded



by Roberts, to accept the annual library report as presented. Roll call. Voting “aye” were Vivas, Salem,
Roberts, Miller, Fagot. Motion carried.

EXECUTIVE SESSION: Moved by Roberts, seconded by Miller, to enter into Executive Session at 6:22 p.m.
to discuss the performance of the city manager, and pending litigation issues. Roll call. Voting “aye” were
Vivas, Salem, Miller, Roberts, Fagot. Motion carried.

Moved by Roberts, seconded by Miller, to return to Open Session at 6:44 p.m. Roll call. Voting “aye” were
Vivas, Salem Miller, Roberts, Fagot. Motion carried.

ROUNDTABLE: Pepplitsch gave an update on current projects and stated he would send out possible dates for
a council work session.

ADJOURNMENT: There being no further business to come before the Council, Fagot declared the meeting
adjourned.
