HUXOLL SUBDIVISION

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE MAYOR AND COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF LEXINGTON,
NEBRASKA, AS FOLLOWS:

The plat of HUXOLL SUBDIVISION, being a Replat of Tract 9 of the River Platte Subdivision
along with part of Government Lot 4 and Accretive Lands located in Section 18, Township 9 North, Range
21 West of the Sixth Principal Meridian, Dawson County, Nebraska, duly made out, acknowledged and
certified, and the same hereby is approved, accepted and ordered filed and recorded in the office of the
Register of Deeds of Dawson County, Nebraska.

PASSED AND APPROVED this 25th day of July, 2017

REZONING APPLICATION: Mayor Fagot opened a public hearing to consider a rezoning application to
rezone a portion of Huxoll Subdivision. Brecks explained the owners would like to sell Lot 3, Huxoll
Subdivision, and retain ownership of the other lots. The public hearing was closed. An ordinance entitled
“AN ORDINANCE TO REZONE LOTS 1 and 2, HUXOLL SUBDIVISION, A SUBDIVISION BEING A
REPLAT OF TRACT 9 OF THE RIVER PLATTE SUBDIVISION ALONG WITH PART OF
GOVERNMENT LOT 4 AND ACCRETIVE LANDS LOCATED IN SECTION 18, TOWNSHIP 9
NORTH, RANGE 21 WEST OF THE SIXTH PRINCIPAL MERIDIAN, DAWSON COUNTY,
NEBRASKA, FROM A-1 AGRICULTURAL TO R-1 SINGLE-FAMILY RESIDENTIAL; TO REPEAL
ALL ORDINANCES OR SECTIONS OF ORDINANCES IN CONFLICT HEREWITH; TO PROVIDE
FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE AND FOR PUBLICATION IN PAMPHLET FORM” was presented for
Council consideration.

Ordinance 2396 on final reading. Roll call. Voting “aye” were Vivas, Smith, Roberts, Salem, Fagot.
Motion carried.

BUDGET REQUEST: Resolution No. 2017-24 was presented. Following discussion, moved by Roberts,
seconded by Smith, to approve Resolution No. 2017-24. Roll call. Voting “aye” were Vivas, Salem, Smith,
Roberts, Fagot. Mation carried.

RESOLUTION NO. 2017-24

WHEREAS, the Lexington Airport Authority has requested an allocation of a part of the City of Lexington
property tax levy for budget purposes.

BE IT RESOLVED, by the Mayor and Council of the City of Lexington, Nebraska, that $135,000.00 of the City
of Lexington Property Tax Levy Authority is hereby allocated to the Lexington Airport Authority for the fiscal
year 2017-2018.

CHANGE ORDER: Pepplitsch reviewed Change Order #1 from Paulsen Inc. for the Southwest First
Addition project. He explained this order will add sanitary sewer, water main, paving and grading
improvements to the Hoppe development and future development. Following an update of the project,
moved by Vivas, seconded by Salem, to approve the change order as presented. Roll call. Voting “aye”
were Roberts, Smith, Salem, Vivas, Fagot. Motion carried.

PAY REQUEST: Pepplitsch reviewed Pay Request #2 from Paulsen Inc. for the Southwest First Addition
project in the amount of $319,162.72. Following an update of the project, moved by Smith, seconded by
Vivas, to approve the pay request as presented. Roll call. Voting “aye” were Salem, Roberts, Vivas,
Smith, Fagot. Motion carried.

PAY REQUEST: Pepplitsch reviewed Pay Request #3 from Paulsen Inc. in the amount of $158,395.04
for the Northwest 5 Addition Improvements project. Following an update of the project, moved by
Roberts, seconded by Smith, to approve the pay request as presented. Roll call. Voting “aye” were Vivas,
Salem, Smith, Roberts, Fagot. Motion carried.

INTERLOCAL AGREEMENT: Pepplitsch requested Council consideration of an Interlocal Agreement
for dispatching services with Dawson County. He noted the E911 communications interlocal agreement
updates some language and adds Gosper County as a member. Following discussion, moved by Smith,
seconded by Salem, to approve the Interlocal Agreement with Dawson County as presented. Roll call.
Voting “aye” were Vivas, Roberts, Salem, Smith, Fagot. Motion carried.

EXECUTIVE SESSION: Moved by Roberts, seconded by Smith, to enter into executive session at 5:48
p.m. to discuss negotiations for the purchase of real estate. Roll call. Voting “aye were Vivas, Salem,
Smith, Roberts, Fagot. Motion carried.

Moved by Roberts, seconded by Vivas, to enter into open session at 6:10 p.m. Roll call. Voting *“aye”
were Smith, Salem, Vivas, Roberts, Fagot. Motion carried.

ROUNDTABLE: Pepplitsch gave an update of numerous current projects.

ADJOURNMENT: There being no further business to come before the Council, Fagot declared the
meeting adjourned.
