A Regular Meeting of the Lexington City Council was held Tuesday, Tuesday, May 28, 2019, at the
Lexington City Hall, 406 E. 7™ Street, Lexington, Nebraska at 5:30 p.m. Members of the Council
present were John Fagot, John Salem, Steve Smith and Jeremy Roberts. Dora Vivas was excused.
City Officials present were City Manager Joe Pepplitsch, Assistant City Manager Dennis Burnside,
City Attorney Brian Copley, Finance Director Barb Hodges, and City Clerk Pamela Baruth. The press
was represented by Clipper-Herald, Tri-City Tribune and KRVN.

CALL TO ORDER: The meeting was called to order by Mayor Fagot. Fagot informed the public
that the Open Meetings Act is posted in the Meeting Room at the Lexington City Hall, 406 E. 7"
Street, Lexington, Nebraska.

Review Committee on the Lexington Economic Development Program. As directed by the
Committee, Pepplitsch reported on activities and fund balances, noting the Committee had no
comments or findings on the operation of the program. Following discussion, the public hearing was
closed. Moved by Salem, seconded by Roberts, to accept the CARC report as presented. Roll call.
Voting “aye” were Smith, Roberts, Salem, Fagot. Motion carried.

PROJECT CLOSEOUT: Pepplitsch presented closeout documents for the 2018 Kirkpatrick
Memorial Park Lake Improvement project and gave an update. The documents include Pay Request
#3-Final for $93,640.52 and Change Order #4. Moved by Roberts, seconded by Smith, to approve
Pay Request #3-Final with Change Order #4 as presented. Roll call. Voting “aye” were Salem,
Smith, Roberts, Fagot. Motion carried.



ELECTION CERTIFICATION: Pepplitsch requested Council acceptance of the May 14, 2019,
special election results as certified by the Dawson County Clerk. Two issues were considered in the
election for the Lexington Economic Development Program 2020-2030, both passing with a 3:1
margin. Moved by Smith, seconded by Roberts, to accept the results from May 14, 2019, special
election as certified. Roll call. Voting “aye” were Salem, Roberts, Smith, Fagot. Motion carried.

ROUNDTABLE DISCUSSION: Pepplitsch stated an ordinance to establish the Lexington Economic
Development Program 2020-2030 will be presented at a future meeting.

ADJOURNMENT: There being no further business to come before the Council, Fagot declared the
meeting adjourned.
