A Regular Meeting of the Lexington City Council was held Tuesday, November 26, 2019, at the
Lexington City Hall, 406 E. 7" Street, Lexington, Nebraska at 5:30 p.m. Members of the Council
present were John Fagot, John Salem, Steve Smith and Jeremy Roberts. Dora Vivas was excused.
City Officials present were City Manager Joe Pepplitsch, Assistant City Manager Dennis Burnside,
and City Clerk Pamela Baruth.

NOTICE: Notice of the meeting was given in advance, thereof by publication in the Lexington
Clipper-Herald, the designated method for giving notice, as shown by the Affidavit of Publication
attached to these Minutes. Notice of this meeting was simultaneously given to the Mayor and all
members of the Council, and a copy of their Acknowledgment of Receipt of Notice and the Agenda is
attached to these Minutes. Availability of the Agenda was communicated in advance notice and in the
notice to the Mayor and Council of this Meeting. The proceedings hereafter shown were taken while
the convened meeting was open to the attendance of the public. All items presented and discussed on
the Agenda were available for public inspection.

CALL TO ORDER: The meeting was called to order by Mayor Fagot. Fagot informed the public
that the Open Meetings Act is posted in the Meeting Room at the Lexington City Hall, 406 E. 71
Street, Lexington, Nebraska.

MINUTES - REGULAR MEETING 11-12-19: Minutes of the Regular meeting held Tuesday,
November 12, 2019, were presented. Moved by Salem, seconded by Smith, to approve the minutes as
presented. Roll call. Voting “aye” were Roberts, Smith, Salem, Fagot. Motion carried.

CLAIMS & BILLS: Claims and Bills in the amount of $1,335,664.81 were presented for Council’s
consideration and approval. Upon review of the Claims and Bills as listed, moved by Smith, seconded
by Salem, to approve the Claims and Bills as listed, and authorize the City Treasurer to transfer
$218,660.93 from General Fund, $57,036.87 from Street Fund, $5,150.00 from TIF, $2,700.00 from
Housing Reuse, $987,496.26 from LEXUS, $31,728.42 from Sanitation, $1,238.26 from Ambulance,
$27,563.22 from Health Fund, and $4,090.85 from Meals on Wheels to the City of Lexington’s

FINANCIAL REPORT: Moved by Roberts, seconded by Salem, to accept the financial report for
October 2019. Roll call. Voting “aye” were Smith, Salem, Roberts, Fagot. Motion carried.

PUBLIC HEARING: Mayor Fagot opened a public hearing at 5:31 p.m. to receive input on the
progress of the Owner-Occupied Rehabilitation grant for which the City of Lexington received
monies. Burnside reviewed a breakdown of CDBG and matching funds, totaling $296,057.85, that
were used to rehab 10 local homes during the project. There were no public comments, and the public
hearing was closed at 5:33 p.m.

POWER PURCHASE AGREEMENT: Pepplitsch reviewed a power purchase agreement with Sol
CES Projects LLC. He stated the developer has procured a land lease from the Lexington Airport
Authority to construct a 1 MW facility and the city would purchase solar energy over a 25-year period
at a fixed cost. Following discussion, moved by Roberts, seconded by Salem, to approve the power
purchase agreement with Sol CES Projects LLC as presented and to authorize the city manager to
execute necessary documents. Roll call. Voting “aye” were Smith, Roberts, Salem, Fagot. Motion
carried.

PUBLIC HEARING: Mayor Fagot opened a public hearing to consider an amendment to Section
5.13.03 of the Lexington Zoning Code, adding communication towers as a conditional use. Pepplitsch
reviewed the issue and indicated the Planning Commission recommended approval at their recent
meeting. There were no public comments, and the public hearing was closed. Ordinance No. 2423
entitled “AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND SECTION 5.13.03 OF THE ZONING ORDINANCE OF
THE CITY OF LEXINGTON, NEBRASKA; TO REPEAL ORIGINAL SECTION 5.13.03, AND
ALL OTHER ORDINANCES OR SECTIONS OF ORDINANCES IN CONFLICT HEREWITH,;
AND TO PROVIDE FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE AND FOR PUBLICATION IN PAMPHLET
FORM” was presented. Moved by Roberts, seconded by Smith, to suspend the rules regarding the
reading of an ordinance on three separate occasions. Roll call. Voting “aye” were Salem, Smith,
Roberts, Fagot. Motion carried.

Ordinance No. 2423 was presented on final reading. Moved by Roberts, seconded by Smith, to
approve Ordinance No. 2423 on final reading. Roll call. Voting “aye” were Salem, Smith, Roberts,
Fagot. Motion carried.

PUBLIC HEARING: Fagot opened a public hearing to receive comments from Citizens Advisory
Review Committee on the Lexington Economic Development Programs. As directed by the
Committee, Pepplitsch reported on activities and fund balances, noting the Committee had no
comments or findings on the operation of the program. Following discussion, the public hearing was



closed. Moved by Smith, seconded by Roberts, to accept the CARC report as presented. Roll call.
Voting “aye” were Salem, Roberts, Smith, Fagot. Motion carried.

AGREEMENT: Pepplitsch reviewed an agreement with NDOT for Project No. STP-21-2(118)
Control No. 61647, Lexington North. Pepplitsch indicated that lane widening and turning lane
improvement at the intersection of Highway 21 and 20™ Street will be included in a NDOT resurfacing
project along Hwy 21 at a lump sum cost of $40,000 to the city. Resolution No. 2019-18 was
presented. Following discussion, moved by Salem, seconded by Smith, to approve Resolution No.
2019-18. Roll call. Voting “aye” were Roberts, Smith, Salem, Fagot. Motion carried.

RESOLUTION NO. 2019 - 18
RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING AN AGREEMENT WITH THE NEBRASKA

DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION FOR IMPROVEMENTS ON A PORTION OF US
HIGHWAY 21 WITHIN CITY CORPORATE LIMITS

WHEREAS, THE State of Nebraska desires to make improvements on a portion of
Highway 21 within the Corporate Limits of Lexington under a highway improvement project
denoted as Project No. STP-21-2(118) Lexington North; and

WHEREAS, this highway improvement project will also improve Municipal
infrastructure at various locations within the project limits as shown in the agreement, and

WHEREAS, the improvements to be completed within the municipal boundaries are
adequately described in the agreement, and

WHEREAS, the Municipality’s responsibilities under this agreement are adequately
described in the agreement and are understood by municipality, and

WHEREAS, the city of Lexington concurs to enter into this agreement with the State of
Nebraska, Department of Transportation, for said improvement.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, by the City Council of Lexington, Nebraska
the Mayor is authorized by this City Council to execute this agreement with the State of
Nebraska, Department of Transportation for Project No. STP-21-2(118), Lexington North.
Introduced and approved this 26" day of November, 2019.
ROUNDTABLE DISCUSSION: Copley noted work is being completed on ordinance to update
sections of the city code. Roberts suggested discussing interest rates on Economic Development program
loans at a future meeting.

ADJOURNMENT: There being no further business to come before the Council, Fagot declared the
meeting adjourned.
