A Regular Meeting of the Lexington City Council was held Tuesday, February 25, 2020, at the Lexington City
Hall, 406 E. 7" Street, Lexington, Nebraska at 5:30 p.m. Members of the Council present were John Fagot, John
Salem, Dora Vivas, Steve Smith and Jeremy Roberts. City Officials present were City Manager Joe Pepplitsch,
Assistant City Manager Dennis Burnside, City Attorney Brian Copley, Finance Director Barb Hodges, and City
Clerk Pamela Baruth. The press was represented by Clipper-Herald.

NOTICE: Notice of the meeting was given in advance, thereof by publication in the Lexington Clipper-Herald,
the designated method for giving notice, as shown by the Affidavit of Publication attached to these Minutes.
Notice of this meeting was simultaneously given to the Mayor and all members of the Council, and a copy of
their Acknowledgment of Receipt of Notice and the Agenda is attached to these Minutes. Awvailability of the
Agenda was communicated in advance notice and in the notice to the Mayor and Council of this Meeting. The
proceedings hereafter shown were taken while the convened meeting was open to the attendance of the public.

CALL TO ORDER: The meeting was called to order by Mayor Fagot. Fagot informed the public that the
Open Meetings Act is posted in the Meeting Room at the Lexington City Hall, 406 E. 7" Street, Lexington,
Nebraska.

CLAIMS & BILLS: Claims and Bills in the amount of $1,865,219.19 were presented for Council’s
consideration and approval. Upon review of the Claims and Bills as listed, moved by Roberts, seconded by
Vivas, to approve the Claims and Bills as listed, and authorize the City Treasurer to transfer $178,939.16 from
General Fund, $44,036.64 from Street Fund, $1,547,181.19 from LEXUS, $31,721.26 from Sanitation,
$1,019.79 from Ambulance, $59,911.46 from Health Fund, and $2,409.69 from Meals on Wheels to the City of
Lexington’s Operating Account.

AUDIT REPORT: Amy Barth, Contryman Associates, presented the 2019 Audit Report, stating an unqualified
opinion was issued. Following her report, moved by Roberts, seconded by Smith, to accept the 2019 Audit
Report as presented. Roll call. Voting “aye” were Vivas, Salem, Smith, Roberts, Fagot. Motion carried.

PUBLIC TRANSIT: Charles McGraw, Executive Director of RYDE-Transit, requested Council support of an
application for public transportation assistance funds for RYDE Transit for FY 2020-2021. Resolution No.
2020-03 was presented. Following discussion, moved by Salem, seconded by Roberts, to approve Resolution
No. 2020-03. Roll call. Voting “aye” were Vivas, Smith, Roberts, Salem, Fagot. Motion carried.

RESOLUTION NO. 2020 - 03

WHEREAS, there are federal funds available under Section 5311 of the Federal Transit Act and for
the Nebraska Public Transportation Assistance Program, and



WHEREAS, the RYDE Transit-Community Action Partnership of Mid Nebraska desires to apply for
said funds to provide public transportation in Dawson County.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED: The City Council of Lexington, Nebraska hereby
instructs the RYDE Transit-Community Action Partnership of Mid Nebraska to apply for said funds.

Said funds are to be used for the RYDE Transit-Community Action Partnership of Mid Nebraska
transportation operations in the FY 2020-2021 Application for Public Transportation Assistance.

CONDITIONAL USE PERMIT: Mayor Fagot opened a public hearing to consider a conditional use permit
application by Mary A. Shaw for a childcare center at 1215 North Harrison. Brecks reviewed the proposed plans
for the property and a draft CUP agreement, noting the Planning Commission has recommended approval
following their review. The public hearing was closed. Following discussion, moved by Roberts, seconded by
Smith, to approve the CUP application for a childcare center at 1215 North Harrison as presented. Roll call.
Voting “aye” were Vivas, Salem, Smith, Roberts, Fagot. Motion carried.

CONDITIONAL USE PERMIT: Mayor Fagot opened a public hearing to consider a conditional use permit
application by Naji Ahmed Abdi for a family dwelling at 405 North Washington. Brecks reviewed the proposed
plans for the living space and a draft CUP agreement, noting the Planning Commission has recommended
approval following their review. The public hearing was closed. Following discussion, moved by Smith,
seconded by Vivas, to approve the CUP application for a family dwelling at 405 North Washington. Roll call.
Voting “aye” were Salem, Roberts, Vivas, Smith, Fagot. Motion carried.

WATER SYSTEM IMPROVEMENTS: Pepplitsch presented the bid tabulation for the Lexington 2020 Water
System Improvements project, noting the low bid of $468,860 from Midlands Contracting Inc. was below the
Engineer’s Opinion of Construction. Following discussion, moved by Roberts, seconded by Salem, to accept the
bids for the project, to award a contract to Midlands Contracting Inc., and to authorize the execution of necessary
documents. Roll call. Voting “aye” were Vivas, Smith, Salem, Roberts, Fagot. Motion carried.

ROUNDTABLE DISCUSSION: Pepplitsch reminded Council of the work session scheduled for Saturday, March
7, 2020.

ADJOURNMENT: There being no further business to come before the Council, Fagot declared the meeting
adjourned.
