A Regular Meeting of the Lexington City Council was held Tuesday, July 14, 2020, at Lexington, Nebraska at
5:30 p.m. Members of the Council present were John Fagot, John Salem, Dora Vivas, Steve Smith and Jeremy

PUBLIC HEARING: Mayor Fagot opened a public hearing to consider the proposed Final Plat of St. Ann’s
Second Addition. Pepplitsch reviewed the plat and discussed planned development projects. He noted the Planning
Commission recommended approval upon their review. There were no public comments, and the public hearing was
closed. Resolution No. 2020-07 was presented. Moved by Vivas, seconded by Salem, to approve Resolution No.
2020-07. Roll call. Voting “aye” were Smith, Roberts, Salem, Vivas, Fagot. Motion carried.
