City Officials
present were City Manager Joe Pepplitsch, Assistant City Manager Dennis Burnside, City Attorney
Brian Copley, Finance Director Barb Hodges, Community Development Director Bill Brecks and City
Clerk Pamela Baruth. The press was represented by the Clipper-Herald and Tri-City Tribune.

FINANCIAL REPORT: Moved by Roberts, seconded by Salem, to accept the financial report for
January 2021. Roll call. Voting “aye” were Vivas, Smith, Salem, Roberts, Fagot. Motion carried.

PUBLIC TRANSIT: Charles McGraw, Executive Director of RYDE-Transit, requested Council
support of an application for public transportation assistance funds for RYDE Transit for FY 2021-
2022. Resolution No. 2021-07 was presented. Following an update of the program and discussion,
moved by Vivas, seconded by Smith, to approve Resolution No. 2021-07. Roll call. Voting “aye”
were Salem, Roberts, Smith, Vivas, Fagot. Motion carried.

RESOLUTION NO. 2021 - 07

WHEREAS, there are federal funds available under Section 5311 of the Federal Transit
Act and for the Nebraska Public Transportation Assistance Program, and

WHEREAS, the RYDE Transit-Community Action Partnership of Mid Nebraska desires
to apply for said funds to provide public transportation in Dawson County.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED: The City Council of Lexington, Nebraska
hereby instructs the RYDE Transit-Community Action Partnership of Mid Nebraska to
apply for said funds.

Said funds are to be used for the RYDE Transit-Community Action Partnership of Mid
Nebraska transportation operations in the FY 2021-2022 Application for Public
Transportation Assistance.

SUBDIVISON APPLICATION: Mayor Fagot opened a public hearing to consider a proposed The
Williamson Subdivision, a tract of land located on the Northwest ¥4 of the Northwest ¥4 of Section 29,
Township 9, Range 21 of Dawson County, Nebraska. Brecks explained that as Scott Williamson has
plans to construct a self-storage facility, a subdivision of more than 2 acres would be needed to satisfy
code regulations. He noted the Planning Commission recommends approval following their recent
review, and stated there have been no public comments. He reviewed a draft subdivision agreement
with Williamson. Following discussion, the public hearing was closed. Resolution No. 2021-08 was
presented. Following discussion, moved by Salem, seconded by Roberts, to approve Resolution No.
2021-08. Roll call. Voting “aye” were Vivas, Smith, Roberts, Salem, Fagot. Motion carried.

REZONE APPLICATION: Mayor Fagot opened a public hearing to consider an application to
rezone The Williamson Subdivision from A-1 Agricultural to M-1 Light Industrial. Brecks stated that
the change in zone was determined to be best suited for the intended self-storage use or future uses.
The public hearing was closed. Ordinance No. 2433 entitled “AN ORDINANCE TO REZONE A
CERTAIN TRACT OF REAL ESTATE TO M-1; TO REPEAL ALL ORDINANCES OR
SECTIONS OF ORDINANCES IN CONFLICT HEREWITH; TO PROVIDE FOR AN
EFFECTIVE DATE AND FOR PUBLICATION IN PAMPHLET FORM” was presented.
Moved by Salem, seconded by Smith, to suspend the rules reading of an ordinance on three separate
occasions. Roll call. Voting “aye” were Vivas, Roberts, Smith, Salem, Fagot. Motion carried.

Moved by Salem, seconded by Vivas, to approve Ordinance No. 2433 on final reading. Roll call.
Voting “aye” were Smith, Roberts, Vivas, Salem, Fagot. Motion carried.

WASTEWATER IMPROVEMENTS: Pepplitsch requested Council authorization to solicit bids for
mechanical equipment associated with the proposed 2021 Wastewater Facility Improvements project
which includes a new headworks facility and primary clarifier systems. He reviewed a summary of
major equipment proposed for the project. Following discussion, moved by Roberts, seconded by
Smith, to authorize Staff to solicit bids for the Equipment Procurement — 2021 Wastewater Facility
Improvements project. Roll call. Voting “aye” were Vivas, Salem, Smith, Roberts, Fagot. Motion
carried.

ROUNDTABLE DISCUSSION: Pepplitsch gave an update on several current projects.

ADJOURNMENT: There being no further business to come before the Council, Fagot declared the
meeting adjourned.
