August 8, 2023 
 

A Regular Meeting of the Lexington City Council was held Tuesday, August 8, 2023, at Lexington, 

Nebraska at 5:30 p.m.  Members of the Council present were John Fagot, John Salem, Steve Smith, 

and Jeremy Roberts.  Dora Vivas was absent.  City Officials present were City Manager Joe 

Pepplitsch, Assistant City Manager Dennis Burnside, City Attorney Brian Copley, Finance Director 

Barb Hodges, and City Clerk Pamela Baruth.  The press was represented by The Clipper-Herald. 

 

NOTICE:  Notice of the meeting was given in advance, thereof by publication in the Lexington 

Clipper-Herald, the designated method for giving notice, as shown by the Affidavit of Publication 

attached to these Minutes.  Notice of this meeting was simultaneously given to the Mayor and all 

members of the Council, and a copy of their Acknowledgment of Receipt of Notice and the Agenda is 

attached to these Minutes.

ORDINANCE:  Ordinance No. 2456 entitled “AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF LEXINGTON, 

NEBRASKA, AMENDING SECTION 22-23 OF THE LEXINGTON CITY CODE, RELATING TO 

THE SALE AND DISCHARGE OF FIREWORKS WITHIN THE CORPORATE LIMITS; 

REPEALING ORDINANCES AND RESOLUTIONS IN CONFLICT HEREWITH; AND PROVIDING 

AN EFFECTIVE DATE AND FOR PUBLICATION IN ELECTRONIC FORM.” was presented on 

Second Reading.  Fagot stated he has received numerous calls from citizens regarding concerns of shift 

work disturbance, firework costs, times for discharge and general nuisance.  Troy Wuehler, Ryan 

Shotkoski, and Bernie Valish expressed their concerns regarding limited sale days hurting retailers. They 

also questioned limiting days of sales to one day during the winter season.  Following discussion, moved 

by Salem, seconded by Roberts, to approve Ordinance No. 2456 on second reading.  Roll call.  Voting 

“aye” were Smith, Salem, Roberts, Fagot.  Motion carried. 
 

PAY REQUEST:  Pepplitsch reviewed Pay Request #2 for the Lexington Racquet Center project 

from TL Sund Constructors Inc. in the amount of $593,537.40.  Following a project update, moved by 

Smith, seconded by Roberts, to approve Pay Request #1 as presented.  Roll call.  Voting “aye” were 

Salem, Roberts, Smith, Fagot.  Motion carried. 

 

PAY REQUESTS:  Pepplitsch reviewed Pay Requests #11, #12, and #13 from Lacy Construction for 

the Veteran’s Pavilion at Kirkpatrick Memorial Park project in the amounts of $30,366.32, $6,231.59, 

and $114,338.23 respectively.  Following a project update, moved by Salem, seconded by Roberts, to 

approve Pay Requests #11, #12, and #13, as presented.  Roll call.  Voting “aye” were Smith, Roberts, 

Salem, Fagot.  Motion carried. 

 

PAY REQUEST:  Pepplitsch reviewed Pay Request #23 from Walters Morgan Construction for the 

2021 Wastewater Facility Improvements project in the amount of $364,949.53.  Following a project 

update, moved by Roberts, seconded by Smith, to approve Pay Request #23 as presented.  Roll call.  

Voting “aye” were Salem, Smith, Roberts, Fagot.  Motion carried. 

 

AWARD OF BID:  Pepplitsch reviewed bids received for the Well #10 Water Main project.  

Following discussion, moved by Smith, seconded by Salem, to accept bids and award a contract for 

the Well #10 Water Main project to Van Kirk Brothers Co. at the price of $59,563.00 and to authorize 

the execution of necessary documents.  Roll call.  Voting “aye” were Roberts, Salem, Smith, Fagot.  

Motion carried. 

 

BUDGET:  Council and Staff discussed a draft of the FY 2024 budget proposal, focusing on General 

Fund and Enterprise Fund. 

 

ROUNDTABLE DISCUSSION:  Pepplitsch gave an update on current projects.  Burnside noted the 

Veteran Memorial Committee has a website for the sale of bricks for the Memorial Wall at the 

Veterans Pavilion at Kirkpatrick Memorial Park.   

  



ADJOURNMENT:  There being no further business to come before the Council, Fagot declared the 

meeting adjourned.
