A Regular Meeting of the Lexington City Council was held Wednesday, December 27, 2023, at
Lexington, Nebraska at 5:30 p.m. Members of the Council present were John Fagot, John Salem,
Steve Smith, and Jeremy Roberts. Dora Vivas was excused. City Officials present were City
Manager Joe Pepplitsch, Assistant City Manager Dennis Burnside, City Attorney Brian Copley,
Finance Director Derek Haines, Community Development Director Bill Brecks and City Clerk Pamela
Baruth. The press was represented by The Clipper-Herald.

NOTICE: Notice of the meeting was given in advance, thereof by publication in the Lexington
Clipper-Herald, the designated method for giving notice, as shown by the Affidavit of Publication
attached to these Minutes. Notice of this meeting was simultaneously given to the Mayor and all
members of the Council, and a copy of their Acknowledgment of Receipt of Notice and the Agenda is
attached to these Minutes. Availability of the Agenda was communicated in advance notice and in the
notice to the Mayor and Council of this Meeting. The proceedings hereafter shown were taken while
the convened meeting was open to the attendance of the public. All items presented and discussed on
the agenda were available for public inspection.

CALL TO ORDER: The meeting was called to order by Mayor Fagot. Fagot informed the public
that the Open Meetings Act is posted in the Meeting Room at the Lexington City Hall, 406 E. 7th
Street, Lexington, Nebraska.

TO PROVIDE FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE AND FOR PUBLICATION IN ELECTRONIC FORM”
was presented for Council consideration. Moved by Salem, seconded by Smith, to suspend the rules
regarding the reading of an ordinance on three separate occasions. Roll call. Voting “aye” were
Roberts, Smith, Salem, Fagot. Motion carried.

Moved by Salem, seconded by Roberts, to
approve Ordinance No. 2459 on final reading. Roll call. Voting “aye” were Smith, Roberts, Salem,
Fagot.

PUBLIC HEARING: Mayor Fagot opened a public hearing to consider an application by Casey’s
Retail Company for Liquor License D-126169, 2700 Plum Creek Parkway. Pepplitsch explained that
Casey’s Retail Co recently acquired the Cenex/Ampride location and are currently operating on a
temporary liquor license. There were no public comments, and the public hearing was closed.
Following discussion, moved by Roberts, seconded by Smith, to recommend approval of application
for Liquor License D-126169 Casey’s #4526 as presented. Roll call. Voting “aye” were Salem,
Smith, Roberts, Fagot. Motion carried.

PUBLIC HEARING: Mayor Fagot opened a public hearing to consider a Conditional Use Permit
application by Nebraska District Council of the Assemblies of God for use of building at 1501 West
Pacific Street as extension of an existing campground. Brecks reviewed plans for the campground to
extend east to include the building to be used as a Welcome Center and district office. Scott Murrish,
Executive Director of The Crossing, gave current statistics about the activity at the campground and a
timeline for improvements. There were no public comments, and the public hearing was closed.
Following discussion, moved by Salem, seconded by Smith, to approve the Conditional Use Permit as
presented. Roll call. Voting “aye” were Roberts, Smith, Salem, Fagot. Motion carried.

PAY REQUEST: Pepplitsch reviewed an amended final pay request and change order for the
Veteran’s Pavilion at Kirkpatrick Memorial Park project. Following a project update, moved by
Smith, seconded by Salem, to approve close out documents for the Veteran’s Pavilion at Kirkpatrick
Memorial Park project as presented. Roll call. Voting “aye” were Roberts, Salem, Smith, Fagot.
Motion carried.

Following an update of the East
Viaduct project, moved by Roberts, seconded by Smith, to approve Resolution No. 2023-26 as
presented. Roll call. Voting “aye” were Salem, Smith, Roberts, Fagot. Motion carried.

WHEREAS, there has been signed by the CITY OF LEXINGTON on the 15" day of
February, 2011, and the State on the 23™ day of February, 2011, an agreement providing for
the construction of a Federal Aid City Project at the following location: LEXINGTON EAST
VIADUCT, and

WHEREAS, in the above agreement, the City has pledged sufficient funds to finance
its share of the cost of the construction of this project identified as RRZ-TMT-1705(3), AND

WHEREAS, the above-mentioned agreement provided that the City will pay costs as
set forth in the agreement, and

WHEREAS, the State, on behalf of the City, received bids for the construction of this
project based on the final plans and specifications on December 14, 2023, at which time 2
bid(s) were received for the construction of the proposed work, and

WHEREAS, the following Contractor(s) for the items of work listed has/have been
selected as the low bidder(s) to whom the contract(s) should be awarded:

UNITED CONTRACTORS, INC., JOHNSTON, 1A 50131-0347
GRADING, MSE WALLS, CONCRETE PAVEMENT, CULVERTS, SEEDING, BRIDGE
AT STATION 142+95, ELECTRICAL, SIGNING, GENERAL ITEMS: $18,153,768.59

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the above facts, the City Council of the CITY
OF LEXINGTON, by this resolution, takes the following official action:

1. If for any reason the Federal Highway Administration rescinds, limits its obligations, or
defers payment of the Federal share of the cost of this project, the City hereby agrees to
provide the necessary funds to pay for all costs incurred until and in the event such
Federal funds are allowed and paid.

2. The Council hereby concurs in the selection of the above-mentioned Contractor(s) for the
items of work listed, to whom the contract(s) should be awarded.

3. The Council hereby approves of the final plans and specifications that were used in the
bidding process for this project.

4. The Council hereby authorizes the Mayor to sign the contract(s) with the above-
mentioned Contractor(s) for the above-mentioned work on behalf of the City using
State’s standard contract signing process, including when applicable, an electronic or
digital signing process such as DocuSign®©.
