3.  FUNCTIONAL DESCRIPTION:

     The 2010 Ford F-150 enables the stormwater technician to complete all aspects of the Storm Water Management Plan.  Tasks include wet weather sampling, attending training, construction site visits, investigate illicit discharge and cooperative (Nebraska H2O) meetings throughout the state of Nebraska.  This vehicle will be solely used to support aspects of the stormwater program.

4.  CURRENT METHOD: 

     A vehicle from the Street Department is currently used.  

5.  SAVINGS/BENEFITS:
