A Regular Meeting of the Lexington City Council was held Tuesday, January 14, 2020, at the
Lexington City Hall, 406 E. 7" Street, Lexington, Nebraska at 5:30 p.m. Members of the Council
present were John Fagot, Dora Vivas, Steve Smith and Jeremy Roberts. John Salem was excused.
City Officials present were City Manager Joe Pepplitsch, Assistant City Manager Dennis Burnside,
City Attorney Brian Copley, Finance Director Barb Hodges, and City Clerk Pamela Baruth. The press
was represented by Clipper-Herald.

CALL TO ORDER: The meeting was called to order by Mayor Fagot. Fagot informed the public
that the Open Meetings Act is posted in the Meeting Room at the Lexington City Hall, 406 E. 71
Street, Lexington, Nebraska.

WORK SESSION: Moved by Roberts, seconded by Vivas, to schedule a work session for Saturday,
February 1, 2020, at 8:00 a.m. Roll call. Voting “aye” were Smith, Vivas, Roberts, Fagot. Motion
carried.

ROUNDTABLE: Pepplitsch reviewed possible agenda items for future meetings. Burnside reported
a public meeting related to a new portion of Hike/Bike Trail is scheduled for Wednesday, January 22,
2020, at 5:30 p.m. in the Council Chambers. Baruth inquired of interest in attending League of
Nebraska Municipalities Mid-Winter Conference in Lincoln in February, and reminded incumbents of
the deadline to file for re-election.

ADJOURNMENT: There being no further business to come before the Council, Fagot declared the
meeting adjourned.
