A Regular Meeting of the Lexington City Council was held Tuesday, September 10, 2024, at
Lexington, Nebraska at 5:30 p.m. Members of the Council present were John Fagot, John Salem,
Dora Vivas, Steve Smith, and Jeremy Roberts. City Officials present were City Manager Joe
Pepplitsch, Assistant City Manager Dennis Burnside, City Attorney Brian Copley, Finance Director
Derek Haines, Community Development Director Bill Brecks, and City Clerk Pamela Baruth. The
press was represented by Clipper-Herald.

NOTICE: Notice of the meeting was given in advance, thereof by publication in the Lexington
Clipper-Herald, the designated method for giving notice, as shown by the Affidavit of Publication
attached to these Minutes. Notice of this meeting was simultaneously given to the Mayor and all
members of the Council, and a copy of their Acknowledgment of Receipt of Notice and the Agenda is
attached to these Minutes.
